The majority of 
our parents are 
farmers earning 
less than $3/day

Rural schools in Uganda are
underfunded and understaffed, which
has a negative impact on the quality of
education received by rural children.
This makes it difficult for them to break
the cycle of generational poverty.

Way Forward



The cost per child is $2,590/pa, a
fraction of the cost of other
international schools (above $6,000),
due to dedicated volunteer support, a
tightly run budget and the school’s
not-for-profit status.

Education Partnership Funds
Education Partnership Funds cover
three to ten children annually

For example, for five children your
fund would contribute annually 
$2,590 x 5 = $12,950
